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E-Mail Server
1. OpenSSL.- This package enables you to use encrypted connections to the mail server.
MySQL Database
2. MySQL.- Database to store passwords for CyrusSASL(for smtp) and Dovecot (pop3/imap) to authenticate against, and for Postfix to store e-mail domains, e-mail accounts, e-mail alias, etc.
CyrusSASL ( 2.1.22)
CyrusSASL.- Offers authentication for Postfix(MTA); It must be compiled with MySQL support.
Installation Steps:

1.  Install mysql-devel.
2. Specify the location of mysql.h file. with-mysql=/usr/include/mysql <--location of mysql.h file!.
3. export LDFLAGS="-L/usr/lib/mysql -lmysqlclient -lz -lm" , you might also have  to export  this command.

4. export CPFLAGS="-I/usr/inlcude/mysql", this one too!(this one my not be needed)

5. You will have to create a symbolic link:

ln –s /usr/local/lib/sasl2    /usr/lib/sasl2
Please make sure this is correct.

Use make distclean to erase faulty installation files (after running an unseccesful make install)

TESTING (to check and to complete, needs syntax for testing server and client)

After running sh shME  a Makefile will be created under sample directory, just run make in the sample directory to create the client and server sample applications.

Before proceeding to install Postfix, you must check that CyrusSASL is able to authenticate against MySQL database. Enter the sample directory in the src directory for CyrusSASL, run ./Make  ……run server and client. After creating sample.conf (with basically the same content as smtpd.conf). Start the server and switch to another console (alt+f2)

3. Postfix
a) To check for support for MySQL in postfix run: postconf –m ; and look for mysql.
b) To check for SSL/TLS support in postfix run: postconf –d |grep tls
c) To check for support for CyrusSASL in Postfix run:  (or just postconf –a?)
1.- find / -name smtpd
 
2.- ldd smtpd and look for something like : libsasl2.so.2 => /usr/lib/libsasl2.so.2 
d) If  no support is detected you will have to build postfix with MySQL support, for this you need the MySQL-devel headers.

e) find / -name mysql.h
f) find / -name libmysqlclient.*
g) make makefiles CCARGS=’-DHAS_MYSQL -I/usr/include/mysql -DUSE_SASL_AUTH -DUSE_CYRUS_SASL -I/usr/local/include/sasl' 'AUXLIBS=-L/usr/lib/mysql -lmysqlclient -lz -lm -L/usr/local/lib -lsasl2'
h) UID and GID have to match to the owner’s (wich is postfix, specified in main.cf)

i) The owner of   virtual_mailbox_base = /usr/local/vmail must to be set to postfix (postfix’s  UID).
